PUNCTUAL TRAIN WORKING

The working times for each train in this book have been set
down so that, when the train is running under clear signals and
temporary speed restrictions are not in force, the train can run
to time without the full power of the diesel or steam locomotive
being used continuously.

The times allow for all permanent speed restrictions to be
kept.

When known temporary speed restrictions are in force
drivers should use the extra power in the locomotive before the
point of restriction is reached so that time is in hand to offset its
effect.

Full power must also be used when time has been lost for
any reason and every effort made to get the train back into its
boocked path.

The main object of good train working is that each train
should stop at each calling point at the booked time and pass
each point, where a passing time is given, at, or as near as possible
to, the passing time shown, subject to what is stated above.
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FOUR CHARACTER TRAIN IDENTIFICATION SYSTEM

(I) GENERAL

The number inserted in each column immediately below the train title is the
description allocated under the four character train identification system and must be
displayed on the front of diesel locomotives and multiple units fitted with four character
indicator equipment.

The last three characters (i.e. a letter and two figures) will be carried on the
locomotives of steam-hauled express passenger trains between the points shewn in
the instructions separately issued by Headquarters.

The first figure of the four character description indicates the classification of
the train.
